How to upgrade to Gentoo 2004.2 from your current Gentoo system

Your Gentoo version is dictated by the file /etc/make.profile. It
should be a symlink pointing to

/usr/portage/profiles/default-<arch>-<version>/.

ls -1d /etc/make.profile will show you something like
lrwxrwxrwx 1 root root 41 mai 14 16:57
/etc/make.profile —>
/usr/portage/profiles/default-x86-2004.0/.

To use the latest profile:

su -

emerge sync

rm /etc/make.profile

ln -s
/usr/portage/profiles/default-x86-2004.2/
/etc/make.profile

Default X server is the only real difference between the profiles, 2004.2
uses X.org instead of XFree.
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
